Course Description: This course will provide an overview of the broad field of human sexuality. Topics
will be covered from various perspectives -biological, psychological, sociological, and anthropological.
The goal is for each student to learn factual, scientifically-based information that will provoke thought
and contribute to the student’s own decision-making on sexual issues outside of the classroom. (Cross-
listed as PSYC 2306 and SOCI 2306).

4. Describe the causes, symptoms, and treatments for sexually transmitted infections and the
behaviors that increase and decrease the risk of contracting an STI.

5. Describe the principles of effective communication and the specific barriers to effective
communication about sex and sexuality.

6. Use an academic sexual vocabulary.

7. Discuss cultural differences in sexual attitudes and behaviors.

8. Identify the occurrence and causes of sexual variations.

9. Identify contraceptive methods and how these methods prevent conception.

A student who does not meet the attendance requirements of a class as stated
in the course syllabus and does not officially withdraw from that course by the official census date of the
semester, may be administratively withdrawn from that course and receive a grade of “X” or “F” as
determined by the instructor. Instructors are responsible for clearly stating their administrative drop
policy in the course syllabus, and it is the student’s responsibility to be aware of that policy. It is the
student’s responsibility to verify administrative drops for excessive absences through Texan Connect If it
is determined that a student is awarded financial aid for a class or classes in which the student never
attended or participated the financial aid award will be adjusted in accordance with the classes in which
the student did attend/participate and the student will owe any balance resulting from the adjustment.

Academic Integrity: As per the SPC General Catalog: It is the aim of the faculty of South Plains College to
foster a spirit of complete honesty and a high standard of integrity.

Failure to comply with this policy will result in
an F for the assignment and can result in an F for the course if circumstances warrant.
