Course Description 
This course is an introduction to the field of kinesiology (physical education), its philosophy, aims, 
objectives, principles, and history. Careers and the path to those careers will be studied.  
 
Student Expectations:

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Student Learning Outcomes:  

1. Discuss the meaning and philosophy of kinesiology, exercise science, and sport. 
2. Discuss the role played by kinesiology, exercise science, and sport in society. 
3. Understand the historical development of kinesiology, exercise science, and sport. 
4. Identify careers and professional organizations related to kinesiology, exercise science and sport. 
5. Understand current and future issues facing kinesiology, exercise science, and sport professionals. 
6. Discuss the qualifications needed for entering the field of kinesiology, exercise science, and sport. 
7. Analyze the role of the physical educator in society as a vital link to improving the quality and 

quantity of life for our nation’s adults and children.  
 
Course Evaluation: 

1) There will be Three Exams each worth 70 points (210 points total; 40% of your overall grade). 
Each exam will consist of multiple choice, true/false, and essay questions. There are 10 bonus 
points given in this section.  
 

2) Chapter Quizzes will be given over every chapter for a total of 16 quizzes. Each quiz is worth 10 
points (160 points total including 10 bonus points in this section; 30% of your overall grade) and 
they will be posted on blackboard. Each quiz will consist of multiple choice or true false questions. 
You may take the quizzes as many times as you would like. The grade you receive on your last 
attempt will be the grade recorded in the grade book. Please use your notes and/ or textbook to 
complete the quizzes. These quizzes will help prepare you for the exams. 

 
3) Two Homework Assignments will be completed over the course of the semester. Each 

homework will be worth 37.5 points (75 points total; 15% of your overall grade).  
 

4) Discussion Boards will be completed and counted over the course of the semester, each worth 5-15 
points (75 points total; 15% of your overall grade). Do not ignore these assignments. The primary 
goal for the discussion portion of the course is to "talk" about what you are learning. Please be 
respectful of others when posting on the DB, and keep your content appropriate and pertaining to 
the subject matter.  *(Students who do not comply with this last statement will be dropped from the 
course.)* 

 
Unit Instructions and Due Dates 

There will be 3 units listed under this tool. These unit instructions will list everything you need to 
complete for each unit and chapter, including due dates.     

** I expect you to read the chapters assigned.  This exposes you to the material and makes it easier for you 
to understand the power point slides and take good notes. Plan ahead, and do not wait until the last minute 
to submit your assignments. Excuses for late work, such as "The network was down," or "I could not figure 
out how to post or send the assignment" are not acceptable.   
 
*** All written assignments should be presented using the conventions of Standard Written English.
